HISTORY

Big Joe Turner, a Kansas City native, sang
rhythm and blues songs such as “Shake,
Rattle and Roll,” “Corrine Corrina” and
“Lucille” that became the foundation of a
new genre of music when white singers
such as Elvis Presley and bandleader Bill
Haley popularized them for audiences of
white teen-agers in the mid-1950s. The
music took the name rock ‘n’ roll because
those words appeared in the lyrics of
several blues songs.

“Rock and roll would have never
happened without him,” said songwriter
and fellow, Rock & Roll Hall of Famer, of
Joe Turner.
